Unfinished Business:
A:  Honors Society Requirements:  No report
B: Faculty Dependent Scholarship:  Update is that we simply need to make a proposal to Javier Flores in the amount we would like to increase it and he will make a decision considering what is available.
C: Instructor Policies:  The Ad-hoc committee was formed and we are working on two OPs in tandem:  the first is 06.31, the annual evaluation process for NTT faculty; the second is a promotion OP that seeks to codify processes and requirements for Senior Instructor and Clinical Faculty promotions.
D:  OP 06.29:  University Affairs has signed off, with the proviso that the committee of review the document specifies would be elected rather than appointed.  The same people that made the initial decision about tenure could be empowered to make a decision about the appeal.  See the language below that is being offered to replace (in adapted form) the current language of OP 06.29, section 1,b-d
From TTU’s OP 32.02
The Tenure Advisory Committee shall consist of five full time tenured faculty, none of whom has served in any administrative post at or above the level of Chair of a department during the preceding five years, and two ex-officio, non-voting members who are the PSVP (or a designate appointed by the PSVP) and a dean selected by the Provost’s Council.  The faculty members will be elected at large by the voting faculty* (with nominations solicited and voting tallied by the Faculty Senate) for staggered terms of five years, with one membership position terminating August 31 of each year.  No more than two faculty members elected from any college or school shall serve on the committee at the same time.  No elected faculty member will be eligible for reelection to the committee until a period of one year has elapsed from the termination date of a prior term unless he or she was elected to serve less than two years of an unexpired term of a previous member.  The dean member shall serve for three years but shall not be eligible to serve consecutive terms.  The committee shall determine its own rules of procedure.   
Question:  Policy / Procedure:  Why the language of clear and present danger?  Does this imply criminal language?  What happens if the person is acquitted?  We cannot revoke tenure lightly ; there must be a preponderance of evidence.  
KL:  This OP outlines a process by which appeals can be processed, not the action itself.
Comment:  A sentence could be added to account for these or we could excise paragraph 2
Comment:  Tenure revocation part B:  instead of not, could that be changed to NEVER?
KL:  Legal is never going to allow for that.
Comment:  Who gets to write on a faculty member’s behalf?  Specifically as related in section C.1.a.  Legal ramifications of including colleagues and professional opinion or collaboration of the circumstances 
Comment:  Why does the university get lawyers and faculty don’t?
KL:  What if we delete last sentence of c.1a?
