II. Announcements and Questions
· Elaine Beach and Rosalinda Castro updated the senate on the work involved to have students’ preferred names listed on class rosters, including a description of technical work, University office coordination, and procedural steps involved. The date targeted for project completion is currently April 1st, 2021. This process will be available to both on-campus and online students.  
· Dr. Topliff informed the Senate that Academic Affairs has two motions before the Board of Regents meeting on Thursday, February 25th. Both motions involve the request for approving promotion and tenure to those faculty who have applied. He also thanked the faculty for their service over the past year in the face of circumstances including COVID-19 and the winter storm which closed the University. 
· Staff Senate announced that the Chancellor’s Colonel Rowan Award for Excellence in Execution and the President’s Award for Staff Excellence are open for nominations and will close on Friday, February 26th. The award ceremony will be held online. The next Staff Senate meeting will be held on Monday, March 15th.  
· Mr. Floyd reported on the passing of legislation related to online learning that is waiting for approval by University administration, the creation of the Rams Against Drunk Driving (RADD) initiative, and the planning for the annual Rammies Awards. 
· Dr Flores announced the planning to implement a virtual suggestion/comment box which may receive feedback from students who are either on-campus or online. This will not replace the use of incident reports but provides students the opportunity to provide suggestion or complaint about any issues “outside of the classroom.” Changes are being made to the manner in which student orientation sessions will begin this summer, including the separation of students and parents for distinct activities. Finally, ASU will be participating in foster care extension services to provide students who are foster care alumni the support and services that will facilitate academic experience and successful completion of their bachelor’s degree.

III. Minutes of Previous Meeting
· Dr. Negovetich moved to accept the minutes from the November meeting and his motion was seconded. The minutes were approved. 

IV. Standing Committee Reports
· Academic Affairs (Dr. Mark Hama) 
· The committee received feedback from the Executive Committee regarding two operating policies: OP 06.23 and OP 06.20. Academic Affairs Committee members will commence addressing and incorporating Executive Committee suggestions.
· Bylaws and Standing Rules (Dr. Andrew Siefker)

She related his intention for this individual to generate suggestions for improvements for all areas campus wide. This position will be filled internally.

Recommendations will be made to the Office of Student Affairs, who will submit requested changes to the Board of Regents for approval.

· The faculty survey was presented to the Executive Committee for testing and will be live April 1st through April 15th. 

V. Unfinished Business
· Faculty Select Committee
· The current stage of the process concerning OP 06.23 is uncertain. Dr. McCabe will check on location of the drafted suggestions for change and report back at the March meeting. 
· The Executive Committee will gather more information about the criteria for review and approval of the use of students’ preferred names for clarification to ensure students aren’t faced with unintentional, yet restrictive, obstacles to listing their preferred names on class rosters.  
· Dr. McCabe requested that senators review the draft of OP 06.03 posted on the Faculty Senate Blackboard website, share with their colleagues, and provide any feedback to the Executive Committee prior to the committee’s next meeting on Wednesday, March 24th. If there is no feedback, the Senate will vote to approve and return to the Provost at the next meeting.
