e use problem-defining and problem-solving skills by synthesizing ideas within and across disciplines.

2. CORE SKILLS

Students will become proficient in reading, writing, speaking, and listening. They will also develop quantitative literacy and
technological fluency.
Students will

e comprehend and critically interpret information in written and oral forms;

e communicate information and ideas effectively;

e understand and apply mathematical reasoning to solve quantitative problems and evaluate quantitative information and

arguments;
e understand and apply scientific reasoning in the natural sciences;
e use technological resources to access and communicate relevant information.

Students will gain knowledge and skills appropriate both for their fields of study and to enter into the professional sector and/or
graduate school.
Students will
